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DRESS CODE AND DISCIPLINARY PROCEDURES

Dress Code

All the teaching, non-teaching staff and students of the college are generally insisted to
follow modest ways of dressing inside the campus as well as while they represent the college
elsewhere.

Violation of the Code of Conduct

Reporting Violations: Any violations of the Code of Conduct should be reported to the
appropriate authority.

Investigation: The college will conduct a fair and thorough investigation into reported
violations.

Disciplinary Actions: Disciplinary actions for violations may include warnings, suspension,
expulsion, or termination, depending on the severity of the offense.

Grievance Redressal

Complaint Mechanism: Individuals can file complaints related to violations of the Code of
Conduct through designated channels.

Resolution Process: Complaints will be addressed promptly, with a focus on fair and
impartial resolution.

Training and Awareness

Orientation Programs: The college will conduct a few orientation programmes for new
students, faculty, and staff on the Code of Conduct.

Continuous Training: Provide on-going training and workshops to reinforce the principles
and expectations outlined in the Code of Conduct.
Review and Amendments

Regular Review: The Code of Conduct will be reviewed annually to ensure its relevance and
effectiveness.

Amendments: Amendments to the Code of Conduct may be made as necessary, with

approval from the-ecHepgadmigistration.
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
